Important safety information

Welcome to HAW Hamburg. For your safety, and the safety of all other members of HAW Hamburg, you are required
to be aware of and comply with HAW Hamburg's fire prevention code, the house rules of the HAW Hamburg and the
following safety information.

GENERAL FIRE PREVENTION REGULATIONS

e Smoking is prohibited indoors of all HAW Hamburg buildings.

¢ You must not wedge smoke and fire doors open.
These doors must be kept closed at all times (excepting those fit-
ted with overhead door closers triggered by smoke alarms).

e Please be aware of the escape routes out of each building and of
the locations of fire extinguishers. These are marked on the Emer-
gency Escape and Evacuation Plans (Flucht- und Rettungsplan)
displayed within all HAW Hamburg buildings.

e Escape routes and doors must be kept accessible without obsta-
cles and clear of fire load at all times.

e The fire alarm in the main building consists of an acoustic alarm
signal interspersed with an automated announcement. In the bi-
otechnology building, a continuous tone will sound.

e The fire alarm system is linked to the local fire department and
alerts it automatically if the alarm is triggered manually. Aditio-
nally call the fire brigade with 112.

Help people with injuries or disabilities
to exit the building.

If you are unable to get them out safely,
take them to safe areas on the level such as
staircases or lobbies by lifts. Ask colleagues
or students to help you if necessary.

Please ensure that...

e an evacuation marshal, the authorities in charge, or a member
of the fire department is/are informed of the exact location of
the person or persons requiring assistance

o the vulnerable person or persons are not left alone to wait
for assistance to arrive. Make sure someone stays with them.

PROTECTION FOR PREGNANT WOMEN AND NURSING MOTHERS

Under armed threat:

1.Keep calm

2.Make yourself and others as safe as possible

- Get into a room and stay there/stay in the room you are in
- Lock/barricade the doors

- Protect yourself (lie down flat on the floor or hide)

- Keep away from doors and windows

3.Get help
- Call the police on 110

4.Wait for instructions
- Do not trust or obey instructions from anyone except representatives of the emergency services.
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
